Curriculum
Physical science is a full-year course that is REQUIRED FOR GRADUATION.  The year is divided as follows.

· Trimester 1: Earth Science Systems, Nature of Science, Foundations of Chemistry (atomic structure)
· Trimester 2: Foundations of Chemistry (chemical bonding and reactions), Nature of Engineering
· Trimester 3: Newton’s Laws of Motion, Principles of Energy
Remember - Each trimester counts individually with respect to graduation.  If you fail trimester 1, but pass trimesters 2 and 3, you will be required to repeat trimester 1 to graduate!

Class Expectations

There are two basic expectations that I have of all my students:

1. Be responsible.

2. Be respectful.

More details can be found on the back side of this page regarding being respectful and responsible.  Consequences will vary based on the behavior that occurs, and include teacher detention (Tuesdays and Thursdays, 2:50-4:20pm), parent phone calls, and office referrals.  Two issues that fall under being responsible are discussed in the following paragraphs.

Tardy means not being in the room when the bell BEGINS to ring, and in your seat when the bell STOPS ringing.  Detention after school will be assigned on the 3rd tardy.  This detention must be served within one week.

Locker passes will NOT be given, so come to class prepared!  Other passes will be given on an emergency basis only.  You must have YOUR planner for passes.  The “comings and goings” of students will be monitored on the Sign In/Sign Out Log.
